• The book valuation is divided in 5 age categories (5+ ; 9+ ; 11+ ; 15+ ; 
older)

• The participants have to fill out electronic valuation questionnairs

• Every participant gets a prize



National aloud reading competition

• The idea is taken from The Neatherlands

• The program has been held for 6 years in Latvia

• The competition is held in 3 parts: (school, 
region, country)

• The participants are only 5th graders

• Task- every participant introduces themselves, 
their chosen book and reads a fragment from it

• The regional winner goes to the final to The
National Library of Latvia
