Disertaciju tradicijas saknes rodamas antikaja kultara, viduslaikos ta attis-
tijusies, lidz kluvusi par neatnemamu turpmako gadsimtu akadémiskas dzives
sastavdalu. Skoléni un studenti aktivi apguva disputaciju makslu visa izglitibas
procesa gaita, gan pasi piedaloties, gan klausoties disputus auditorijas. Kop$
Eiropa 13. gadsimta saka veidoties universitasu sistéma, studenti ir macijusies
argumentéti stridéties un diskutét par dazadiem ar zinatnu jomam saistitiem
jautadjumiem ar mérki pietuvoties jautajuma ietvertajai biitibai, patiesibai vai ari
praktizét valodas un argumentacijas metozu izmanto$anu. Sakot ar 19. gadsimtu
§1 metode vairs netika uzskatita par atbilstosu un tas iezimé parmainas izgli-
tibas programma. Ta saka mainities saskana ar sabiedribas vairak utilitarajam
vajadzibam, latinu valodai un disputacijas metodei zaudéjot aktualitati (Horstedt
2018, 290. Ipp.). Tapat §1 gadsimta gaita prasibas péc nevainojamas runatas latinu
valodas izzuda, lidz ar to ari $adas disertacijas tika uzskatitas par nevajadzigam.
Tomeér latinu valoda ka priek$mets tika macita ari turpmak.

Agrino jauno laiku disertaciju tekstiem piemit literara vértiba, pateicoties
savdabigai izteiksmei un dzejas tekstu klatbutnei. Ir konstatéts, ka Siem iespied-
darbiem ir stabila struktira, ko veido parateksts — pamatteksts — parateksts.?
Pirmais parateksta elements ir informativi bagata titullapa, nakamais - tas otra
pusé liela dala gadijumu iespiesta audzékna uzruna jeb dedikacija* personam,
kuram disertacija veltita. Pamattekstam seko secinajumu dala, kas var bat izkar-
tota jautajumu un atbilzu, téZu vai secindjumu forma. Butiska parateksta grupa
ir okazionala dzeja, kas iespiesta disertacijas beigas. Tie ir apsveikuma dzejoli,
ko saistiba ar disputacijas saceréSanu audzéknim veltijusi vina macibu biedri vai
retos gadijumos — pasniedzéji. Turklat ari pasu dzeju var ietvert atsevisks para-
teksts, kur dzejolu autori vér$as pie adresata. Analizéjot minéto iespieddarbu
paratekstu, var iegit jaunu informaciju un faktus par 17. gadsimta Rigas ma-
cibspékiem un izglitibas vidi, atklat radniecibas, draudzibas un patrona-klienta

Zinatniskaja literatiira tiek izvirzits uzskats, ka disertacijas un to parateksti
ir javerté ne tikai ka konkrétu macibu iestazu véstures, zinatnes vai (kultar)vés-
tures avoti, bet jo Ipa$i ir jaapskata to formas unikalitate ka literars fenomens
(Gindhart et al. 2010, [1.] lpp.).

Promocijas darba avoti lidz $im nav pétiti nedz ka korpuss, nedz ka jaunla-
tinu literatiras mantojums, tacu tie sniedz liecibas gan par izglitibas limeni un
procesiem, gan par zinatniskas pétniecibas aizsakumiem dazadas zinibu jomas,
gan par savdabigu akadémisko komunikaciju intelektualas aprindas konkrétaja
laikposma. Sis disertacijas ir specifisks materials, kas parada, ka Eiropas religis-
kas, intelektualas un zinatniskas vides idejas ienaca un tika pielietotas ta laika
Riga. Tapat minéta antikaja literaraja tradicija balstita okazionala dzeja demons-
tré audzéknu prasmes un sagatavotibas limeni klasisko pantmeéru un retorikas
panémienu lietoSana.

Vina uzdevums ir moderét disputacijas oralo prezentaciju, riipéties par to,
lai diskusija neparvérsas par stridu, precizét atbildes un vértét, cik patiesa vai nepatiesa ir
kadu argumentu kritika. Nereti vins$ ir ari iespiestas disertacijas teksta autors.

Promocijas darba empirisko bazi veido Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas
latipu disertacijas — seniespiedumi, kas tapusi macibu iestades darbibas laika
no 1631. lidz 1710. gadam. Pétjjuma izstrades laika ir identificéti 130 disertaciju
izdevumi, kas saglabajusies lidz mtisdienam. Lielaka to dala tiek glabata Latvijas
seniespiedumu kratuvés, bet iepriek$ nezinami izdevumi un eksemplari konsta-
téti ari Igaunijas, Vacijas, Zviedrijas, Italijas un Francijas bibliotékas. Kopéjais
pétima materiala lapu skaits ir 1234. Saja skaita ietilpst ari okazionala dzeja,
kas publicéta 50 izdevumos. Vienam iespieddarbam parasti ir pievienoti ne
vairak par 4 dzejoliem, visbiezak - 1-2. Kopéjais aplikotas dzejas apjoms ir
880 elégiska distiha rindas, 479 — heksametra rindas, 72 - rindas Sapfo strofa,
45 - Katulla vienpadsmitzilbinieka, 9 — horijamba un 132 rindas bez pantmeéra;
divi paraugi ir saceréti vacu valoda, viens no tiem - sonets.

Ir skaidrs, ka dala no Rigas Akadémiskaja gimnazija tapusajam disertaci-
jam gadsimtu laika ir gajusi boja. Nav iesp&jams aplést zuduso tekstu apjomu,
tacu liecibas par vairakiem no tiem ir saglabajusas uzzinu literattira, pieméram,
biobibliografiskaja raditaja Allgemeines Schriftsteller- und Gelehrten- Lexikon der
Provinzen Livland, Esthland und Kurland / von ]. F. von Recke und C. E. Napiersky ;
Nachtrige und Fortsetzungen unter Mitwirkung von C.E. Napiersky ; bearbeitet
von Theodor Beise. Mitau : J. F. Steffenhagen und Sohn, 1827-1832.
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3. GALVENIE SECINAJUMI UN PRIEKSLIKUMI

Promocijas darba mérkis - izpétit un atklat Rigas Akadémiskaja gimnazija
tapusas disertacijas ka 17. gadsimta intelektuald un latinu literara mantojuma
dalu, apskatot So tekstu literaro vértibu, ka ari novértéjot to kultirvésturisko
nozimi, ir sasniegts, izpildot izvirzitos uzdevumus.

Par pétjjuma aktualitati liecina tas, ka jau 20. gadsimta beigas, bet ipasi
21. gadsimta ir skaidri saskatama padzilinata pétnieku interese par agrino jauno
laiku disertacijam - ir publicéti vairaki autoritativi pétijumi gan par pasu tradi-
ciju, tas izcelsmi un transformaciju, gan konkrétiem disertaciju korpusiem, ka
arl starptautiskam konferencém sekojosi rakstu krajumi, kas apkopo jaunakos
pétijumus par $o tému. Tacu 17. gadsimta Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas, kas
ieklaujas $aja tradicija, lidz §im ka vienots korpuss un jaunlatinu literatiiras
mantojums nav bijusas pétitas.

Sis Latvijas seniespiedumu kratuvés glabatas disertacijas ir detalizéti
bibliografétas, tacu, ta ka Riga iespiestie seniespiedumi tiek glabati ari citas val-
stis, ir veikta arvalstu bibliotéku elektronisko kopkatalogu izpéte, ka rezultata ir
atrasti 12 ieprieks$ nezinami disertaciju izdevumi. Lidz ar to kopéjais promocijas
darba pétamo avotu korpuss sastav no 130 Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas di-
sertaciju izdevumiem.

Péc reformacijas Rigas Domskola nodro$inata humanisma izglitiba veicinaja
Eiropas kultdras identitates izplatiSanos Livonija. Liela dala Domskolas absol-
ventu devas studét uz Eiropas luteriskajam universitatém, kur reflektantiem tika
izvirzitas prasibas péc arvien augstakiem izglitibas standartiem, ko Domskola
vairs nespéja sasniegt. Dazadi vésturiskie apstakli un nosacijumi bija kavéjusi
augstakas macibu iestades izveidosanu Riga, lidz 1631. gada ar Zviedrijas valdi-
bas atbalstu Vidzemes superintendents H. Samsons panaca Rigas Akadémiskas
gimnazijas atvérSanu. Sakotnéji gimnazija apguva tikai teologiju un filozofiju,
tacu 1640. gada tika izveidota ari juridiska fakultate. Izglitibas procesa izmanto-
tas disputacijas ka izglitoSanas metodes un latinu valodas nozime tiek pamatota
un uzsvérta ari Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas likumos, kas saglabajusies ro-
kraksta no skolas dibinasanas gada (3. punkts) un vélak ar grozijumiem iespiesti
1680. gada (9. punkts), ka arl noradijumos gimnazijas profesoriem 1697. gada
(13. punkts).

Pétamo izdevumu pamattekstu analize liecina, ka gandriz visu profesoru
vadito disertaciju pamattekstos ir novérota saikne ar antiko kultiiru, mitolo-
giju un literatiiru, kas ir kalpojusi par bagatigu iedvesmas un pieméru avotu.
Visizteiktak tas ir realizéts J. Brévera vaditajos tekstos, kur tiek citéts Homeérs,
Arhiméds, Vergilijs, Ovidijs u. c. Ka filozofijas un vélak véstures profesors vins
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demonstré padzilinatu saikni ar antikas kultiras mantojumu un lietpratigi to
pielieto.

Lai ari saglabajusas tikai dazas dabaszinibam veltitas disertacijas, tas sniedz
nozimigu ieskatu laikmeta zinatniskaja doma un taja, ka ta tika realizéta Rigas
Akadémiskaja gimnazija. Tiek uzskatits, ka J. P. Mellera vadiba tapusais teksts
De quantitate dierum ir pirmais Baltijas jiras regiona, kas atklati pamato helio-
centrisko pasaules modeli. Ir iespéjams izvirzit secinajumu, ka $is teksts ir pelnijis
ievéribu jau laika, kad tika iespiests, jo atskiriba no lielakas disertaciju izdevumu
dalas lidz musdienam tas ir saglabajies septinos eksemplaros dazadu valstu bib-
liotéku kratuvés. Disertacijas Problemata quatuor physica analize liecina, ka tas
pamatteksts veidots péc konkrétas shémas, ko ta laika izpratné var dévét par
zinatnisku pieeju, — katram no cetriem problémjautajumiem seko autoritativu
personu viedoklis, tad — empiriski vérojumi un kritisks laikabiedru prieksstatu
parskats, visbeidzot — racionali secindjumi par konkréto jautajumu. Tadéjadi Seit
novérojama vélme attalinaties no sholastiskas domasanas un virzities uz racio-
nalismu. Lidzigi tas izpauzas arl J. Brévera pieeja, noliedzot zimju, paregojumu,
manticibas, sapnu nozimi, kas tiek apspriesta vina vaditajas véstures disertacijas.

Promocijas darba klasificétais un analizétais disertaciju parateksts norada
uz to, ka $o iespieddarbu struktiira ir stabila un lidz ar to $ie teksti ieklaujas
kopéja Eiropas agrino jauno laiku disertaciju tradicija. Lai ari $is secinajums
uzlikojams ka ieprieks paredzams, to ir bijis nepiecieSams pieradit, kvantitativi
un kvalitativi raksturojot parateksta elementus.

Aplikoto iespieddarbu struktaras analize tiek veidota secigi, vispirms pie-
vérSot uzmanibu titullapai, tadéjadi pirmais parateksta elements ir epigrafs, kas
ir klateso$s 71% gadijumu. Ta mérkis ir piesaukt Dievu un izteikt ceribu uz
labu veiksmi. Sis invokacijas, kuru saknes mekléjamas antikaja pasaulé, satur
leksémas, kas ar sakralu sféru ir bijusas saistitas klasiskaja latinu valoda, bet
jaunlatinu literatra tas ir modificétas atbilstosi kristietibas telpas diskursam.

Tapat leksiski analizéti, tulkoti un statistiski apkopoti ir titullapas sekojosie
parateksta elementi - norade uz disertacijas jomu, uz prezidenta un respon-
denta lomu, respondenta izcelsmes vietu, disputacijas norises vietu, datumu un
laiku, disertacijas izdosanas zinam.

Stabils (klatesos$s 90% iespieddarbu) parateksta elements ir dedikacija, kas
visos gadijumos, tapat ka citvalstu disertacijas, iespiesta titullapas otra puse.
Sis ir loti bitisks parateksta veids, kas atklaj respondenta attiecibas ar vina at-
balstitajiem un labvéliem, tadéjadi apliecinot disputacijas akta socialo nozimi.
Dedikaciju izpéte ir paradijusi gan ridzinieku, gan Riga iecelojuso audzéknu
saikni ar dzimto pilsétu, tas amatpersonam vai viriesu kartas radiniekiem, kas
jaunekli atbalsta macibu procesa, tadéjadi $aja parateksta veida ir fiksétas Rigas
Akadémiskas gimnazijas audzeéknu socialas saites ar radiniekiem un/vai atbals-
titajiem Zviedrija, Kurzemé un Zemgalé, ka ari musdienu Vacijas un Polijas
pilsétas.
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Okazionala dzeja ir parateksta veids, kura vieta saskana ar struktiru, ir di-
sertaciju beigas. Pétamajiem tekstiem ta ir pievienota tikai gimnazijas darbibas
pirmaja posma (1631-1657). Aprékinats, ka So dzeju, ko respondentam par
godu tradicionali saceréja vina macibu biedri, retakos gadijumos — macibspéki,
veido 118 paraugi (1617 rindas).

Secinats, ka butiska loma ir ari dzeju ietveroSajam paratekstam, kas izsaka
dzejas autora labvéligo attieksmi pret respondentu, to panakot ar superlativu
vai 0 nozimi ipasi ietverosu adjektivu pielietosanu. Saja parateksta veida loti
izplatiti bija vardu saisinajumi, kas pétijuma gaita ir atSifréti un skaidroti. Tapat
tas ir lavis fiksét dzejas autora un respondenta savstarpéjas saiknes, kas visbiezak
bija draudziba vai radnieciba.

Iepazistoties ar Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas izpétes vésturi, ir noskaidrots,
ka trakst gan véstures avotu, gan sistematisku un aktualu pétijjumu par izglitibu
Riga 17. gadsimta. Istenojot $o pétijumu, ir identificéti vairaki ar Rigas 17. gad-
simta izglitibas vidi saistiti dokumenti, kas lidz $im nav detalizéti izpétiti, tulkoti
un kontekstualizéti. To vida ir 1631. gada sastaditie Rigas Akadémiskas gim-
nazijas likumi un to papildinajumi, 1659. gada publicétais profesora J. Brévera
ielagums, Domskolas macibu plans no 1680. gada, ka ari K. Hintelmanes mece-
nates lomas nozimibu apliecinosie avoti, kas nekad ieprieks nav bijusi apkopoti
un analizéti. Tas liek domat arl par talakam pétjjuma iespéjam, pieméram, ir
saglabajusas vairaku Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas profesoru disertacijas no
vinu studijam Eiropas universitatés, lidz ar to batu nepieciesams veikt to kon-
tentanalizi un salidzinat ar $o profesoru Riga vaditajam disertacijam.

Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas disertaciju un dzejas teksti apliecina au-
dzéknu un profesoru padzilinatas latinu un sengrieku valodas prasmes, antikas
kultiras mantojuma apzinatu interpretaciju, veidojot nozimigu un originalu
korpusu starpdisciplinariem pétijumiem klasiskas filologijas, ka ari Latvijas kul-
taras un literatras véstures joma. Promocijas darba avotu korpusa apkoposana,
sistematizéSana un analize ir lavusi veidot prieksstatu par procesiem 17. gad-
simta Rigas izglitibas vidé, kas neaprobezojas tikai ar Domskolu. Tadéjadi iz-
pétitie jaunlatinu literatiiras avoti un vésturiskie dokumenti sniedz jaunas zinas
Rigas izglitibas vésturé, reizé palidzot veidot pilnigaku izpratni par socialajam
attiecibam un norisém akadémiskaja vidé, par saikni ar Eiropas izglitibas iestazu
disertaciju tradiciju, ka ari, tverot plasak, — par $1 perioda kultrveésturi Livonija.
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4. AIZSTAVESANAI IZVIRZITAS TEZES

1. Rigas Akadémiska gimnazija spéja nodrosinat atbilstosu macibu programmu
un izglitojoso darbibu, lai tas absolventi varétu turpinat macibas Eiropas
universitatés. Lai to istenotu, gimnazija tika rikoti ari disputi, kam par bazi
kalpoja ieprieks iespiesti disertaciju teksti. To kopums - 130 izdevumi ir
vienigais $ads saglabajies literarais mantojums no misdienu Latvijas teri-
torijas, kas ieklaujas agrino jauno laiku disertaciju tradicija, turklat tas lidz
$im nav bijis izpétits un apzinats ka korpuss.

2. Pielietojot fran¢u literatiirzinatnieka Z. Zeneta teorétiski pamatoto iespied-
darba uzbuves daljjumu teksta un parateksta, $aja promocijas darba ir deta-
lizéti izpétits Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas disertaciju pamatteksts un to
ietverosais parateksts. Izpétes procesa ir konstatéts, ka analizéjamo iespied-
darbu struktira sakrit ar agrinajos jaunajos laikos Eiropa tapuso protestan-
tisko gimnaziju un universitasu disertaciju struktaru. Tapat ir redzams, ka
§1 struktiira visa macibu iestades darbibas laika ir saglabajusies nemainiga.
Atseviskos gadijumos var iztrakt kads no parateksta elementiem, tacu to
izkartojuma seciba ir saglabata stabila. Sis izkartojums atbilst tam, kads
novérojams lielakaja dala citviet Eiropa iespiesto agrino jauno laiku diserta-
ciju titullapas un norada uz So tekstu aréjas formas tradiciju.

3. Lai ari agrino jauno laiku tekstos lietota latinu valoda precizak ir definé-
jama ka jaunlatinu valoda, disertaciju autori ir bijusi vérsti uz klasiskas
latinu valodas gramatisko normu ievérosanu, ko, iespé&jams, noteikusi tolaik
nesena humanisma tradicija un tas princips ad fontes / “pie avotiem” Tomér
jaunlatinu literatarai raksturigas ipatnibas ir saskatamas un tas izpauzas gal-
venokart leksikas joma.

4. Disertaciju tekstu veido$ana ir izmantots loti plass rakstito avotu klasts, pro-
fesori un zinama méra ari audzékni operé ar literariem un (proto)zinatnis-
kiem tekstiem, kas tapusi jau antikaja pasaulé, tapat izmantoto autoru klasta
ir plasu Eiropas teritoriju parstavosi agrinie kristiesi, viduslaiku, renesanses,
humanisma un laikmetigi agrino jauno laiku autori, ar kuriem gimnazijas
macibspéki pat ir bijusi personigi pazistami. Tas apliecina Rigas intelektu-
alas vides parstavju radosu pieeju, parcelot klasisko autoru izteikumus kris-
tietibas konteksta, ka arl vinu spéjas un iespéjas ieklauties jaunakas Eiropas
zinatniskas dzives aprité. Lai ari nereti ir fikséti antiko autoru citéjumi vai
vinu izteikumu parstradajumi bez norades uz originalu, tomér ar statisti-
kas metodes palidzibu ir konstatéts, ka visbiezak izmantotais autors bijis
Aristotelis, vin$ un vina darbi ir pieminéti 82 disertacijas.
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. Pamattekstos konstatéjama vairaku valodu klatbitne, starp kuram dominé
vacu. Lielakoties tas ir atseviskas leksémas, bet dazos gadijumos ari plasaki
teksta fragmenti. Tapat ir identificéti teksta elementi sengrieku un senebreju
valoda. Latvie$u vai citas valodas leksémas disertaciju pamattekstos nav
fiksétas.

. Secinats, ka pamattekstu autori ir orientéjusies uz visparéju intelektualu
auditoriju, nevis lokalu sociokultiiras kontekstu, izvairoties no vietéjo un
laikmetigo realiju pieminé$anas vai izmanto$anas. Tadéjadi vini demons-
tré kosmopolitiski ievirzitu skatijjumu, kur protestantiska kristiga identitate
klast par galveno piederibas kritériju, pretnostatot sevi nevis lokalajiem
“citiem’, bet visparigiem “nekristitajiem” (latinu - ethnici), lidz ar to atklajot
universalu, kristietiba balstitu pasaules uztveri.

. Rigas Akadémiskas gimnazijas disertaciju nosaukumu analize un to salidzi-
nasana ar citviet Eiropa iespiestu agrino jauno laiku disertaciju nosauku-
miem Jauj secinat, ka Riga tapusie teksti liela méra ieklaujas kopéja zinat-
nisko un intelektualo tému lauka, kas bijis aktuals Eiropas protestantiskajas
gimnazijas un universitatés.

. Ta ka masdienu disciplinu robezas (pieméram, fizika, étika, matematika)
nesakrit ar disciplinu robezam agrinajos jaunajos laikos, promocijas darba
ir izvéléta pieeja disertaciju tematus apkopot atbilstosi tas vadiju$o profe-
soru zinatnes jomai. Lidz ar to ir konstatéts, ka pétama korpusa tematiskas
proporcijas ir sekojosas: filozofija, logika un retorika — 78 izdevumi (60%);
teologija — 35 izdevumi (27%); dabaszinibas, étika un fizika - 9 izdevumi
(7%); vésture — 6 izdevumi (5%); jurisprudence - 2 izdevumi (1%). Ir
secinats, ka §i aina ir salidzinama ar Zviedrijas gimnaziju un universitasu
disertaciju tematiskajam proporcijam. Ta ka trukst citu regionu vai macibu
iestazu disertaciju tematu lidzvértigas kvantitativas analizes, balstoties
Zviedrijas pieméra, iespé&jams izvirzit uzskatu, ka lidzigi ka 5. nodala apli-
kotie disertaciju nosaukumi, ari $is aspekts apliecina Riga tapuso tekstu
ieklausanos kopéja agrino jauno laiku protestantisko macibu iestazu diser-
taciju tradicija.

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ABSTRACT

The subject of the present doctoral thesis is the dissertations of students at
Riga Academic Gymnasium, which are part of the tradition of early modern
academic dissertations in Europe. To date, 130 editions of dissertations from
the Riga Academic Gymnasium have been preserved, which have not yet been
studied as a corpus. As appropriate for the given period, these texts are written
in Latin, or more precisely, in Neo-Latin, and are based on references and related
to ancient culture, from which the ideals of the Renaissance and Humanism
were drawn, as well as Christianity, which shaped the contours of society and
academic culture in the early modern Europe.

To understand the roots of these traditions, an overview of the history and
development of disputations and dissertations is provided. The doctoral thesis
also focuses on the educational and socio-cultural environment in Riga, where
the need for an academic gymnasium arose and the preconditions for its estab-
lishment existed.

The study reveals the inclusion of dissertations from Riga Academic
Gymnasium in the context of similar texts created in European countries,
as well as defines and explains the characteristics of dissertations. By analysing
the content of the main text of the dissertations, it has been established how
these texts reflect the values and ideas characteristic of both humanism and
the Baroque, as well as elements of scientific thought that were approved in
Riga at that time by the teaching staff of the Academic Gymnasium, who had
previously studied at European universities.

The terminology created by French literary scholar Gérard Genette (Genette,
Gérard, 1930-2018) has been successfully applied to classify, categorize, and
analyse the types of paratext found in the dissertations of Riga Academic
Gymnasium, explaining the purpose, functions, and literary qualities of paratext
elements. The use of verse forms and rhetorical devices characteristic of ancient
poetry is also examined.

It has been concluded that Riga Academic Gymnasium was attended not only
by residents of Riga or Livonia, but also by young men from a wider geographi-
cal area — from present-day Germany and Poland, as well as from what was then
Prussia, Silesia and Transylvania. In turn, in-depth research into the biographies
of the professors and students of the Riga Academic Gymnasium reveals their
dynamic links with European intellectual centres, noting that students educated
at the gymnasium obtained an education at European universities, especially if
they were scholarship holders of the Riga City Council, returned to Livonia and
became councillors, lawyers, pastors, doctors, writers, and scientists.
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INTRODUCTION

The doctoral thesis examines dissertations written at the Riga Academic
Gymnasium during the period of its operation from 1631 to 1710. In the early
modern period an integral part of the educational process in European educational
institutions, including Livonia, was the joint work of teachers and students -
disputations, which are exercises in researching and arguing a particular issue in
a specific field of knowledge. In modern theoretical literature the written or printed
form of these works is commonly referred to as dissertations (Weijers 2013, p. 216;
Horstedt 2018, p. 43; Sellberg 2019, p. 74). Typically of the period, these texts were
written in Latin, or more precisely, in Neo-Latin', and are based on references
and connections to ancient culture, from which the ideals of the Renaissance and
Humanism were drawn, as well as to Christianity, which had shaped the contours
of society and academic culture in early modern Europe. The mentioned legacy
from the Riga Academic Gymnasium is the only one that has been preserved from
the territory of Latvia. Currently, 130 such educational publications produced in
Riga have been found in the collections of early prints in Latvia, Estonia, Germany,
Sweden, Italy, and France.’

Relevance and novelty of the study

The relevance of the doctoral thesis is determined by the fact that in recent
decades, dissertations of the early modern period have become a subject of
interest for researchers. The relevance of this field of research is confirmed by
a series of conferences held since 2010 at universities in Estonia (Tartu) and
Sweden (Sodertorn, Uppsala and Stockholm) dedicated to dissertations written in
the early modern period in the Baltic Sea region. Similarly, in 2021, the following

In the authoritative publication Companion to Neo-Latin Studies, its author, the renowned

Latinist Jozef Ijsewijn (Ijsewijn, Jozef, 1932-1998), provides the definition of Neo-Latin (the

Describing the current problems in the study of Neolatinity, Hans Helander
(Helander, Hans, 1942), professor of classical philology at Uppsala University,
points out: “The elucidation of the growth of Latin vocabulary in scientific and
learned texts should be seen as one of the most important areas of Neo-Latin
philology. In general, it must be said that the investigation of the learned
discourse in factual literature, e.g. in the dissertational academic prose, is
one of the most interesting and urgent tasks” (Helander 2004, p. 69). Latvia’s
heritage has not been studied as a corpus to date, nor has its literary quality
and cultural-historical significance been analysed, which is why the picture of
the Baltic region was incomplete in terms of assessing the significance of these
texts. This fact has also determined the novelty of the topic. The doctoral thesis
is both the first comprehensive overview in Latvian on the history of the Latin
dissertation tradition and a detailed analysis of the dissertations of the students
of the Riga Academic Gymnasium as a unified collection of texts, highlighting
the reception of the ancient literary heritage and contemporary trends in
the intellectual life of 17"-century Riga. It is important to emphasize that
the approach tested in the doctoral thesis can be used to study other collections
of early modern period academic dissertations.

The goal of the doctoral thesis

The goal of the doctoral thesis is to study and reveal the dissertations
written at the Riga Academic Gymnasium as part of the intellectual and Latin
literary heritage of the 17th century, examining the literary value of these texts
and assessing their cultural and historical significance.

The objectives of the doctoral thesis

1. To learn about the research history of topic and describe it.

2. By the use of a cultural-historical analysis approach, to determine how
such a tradition of dissertations, characterized by certain literary qualities
and specific features, developed in Western Europe to better understand
the transfer of this tradition to 17"-century academic/intellectual Riga.
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3. To use statistical methods to determine the volume of the dissertation
corpus of the Riga Academic Gymnasium, to determine the number of dis-
sertations according to scientific fields, and to record all types of paratext.

4. To study and describe the main texts of the dissertations in terms of form
and content, to analyse their stylistics and textual peculiarities.

5. To describe and evaluate the paratexts found in the dissertations in terms of
form and content, to examine their functions and application, highlighting
their artistic quality in the analysis of language and style features.

6. Using a descriptive method, to examine the types of paratexts and their
elements found in the dissertations, to identify the presence of classical
heritage in dissertation paratexts and to analyse their expression.

7. Using the biographical method, to clarify the life stories of the professors
and students of the Riga Academic Gymnasium to assess their contribution
to the promotion of academic and intellectual life in Riga.

8. To carry out a high-quality translation into Latvian of the main text and
paratext fragments necessary for the implementation of the objectives.

The result of the doctoral thesis is a study of dissertations from the Riga
Academic Gymnasium with a specific structure consisting of a main text and
a paratext, as a special part of Neo-Latin literature with cultural, historical
and literary value. These texts, as original and direct evidence of the cultural
environment of Livonia, especially 17th-century Riga, provide insight into
the branching of the Latin literary tradition, into the development of education
and scientific thought, as well as into the social ties of the educated society in
Riga at the respective period.

Research methods used in the doctoral thesis

To achieve the goal of the doctoral thesis and fulfil the set objectives, statistical
method was used to determine the size of the Riga Academic Gymnasium
dissertation corpus, specifying the number of dissertations according to
scientific fields, authors, presence of paratext, etc. When analysing the structure
of these texts in the context of European dissertation tradition, a historical
comparative method is used; case studies are used to examine the main text
of specific natural science dissertations and their authors’ approach to research
in the relevant field; this method is also used to reveal the role of patronage
and personalities in the history of the gymnasium’s activities; biographical and
historical descriptive methods are used as auxiliary methods in the study of
individual aspects of the topic with the aim of establishing facts about Riga
officials, the teaching staff and students of the gymnasium. Based on knowledge
of Latin and Ancient Greek, the work also draws on the method of contextual
analysis, which links the cultural and historical background to the linguistic and
stylistic features of the text from the relevant period.

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Scope and structure of the doctoral thesis

The thesis consists of seven chapters. The first chapter reviews scientific
literature related to the topic, reflecting both Latvian and foreign researchers’
work. This chapter also provides an overview of the history of research on
the topic and highlights the most significant scientific studies used in the doctoral
thesis.

The second chapter provides an overview of the history of the early modern
dissertation tradition in Europe, emphasizing the origins and development of
this phenomenon in Europe in the early modern period.

The third chapter includes a cultural and historical overview of
the educational environment in Riga in the early modern period, as well as
a broader look at the socio-cultural space in which the need arose for a new
type of educational institution, such as the Riga Academic Gymnasium. It also
examines the circumstances surrounding the founding of the gymnasium,
the school itself as the centre and driving force of academic life in Riga, and its
structure. Using case study methodology, the support of patroness Catharina
Hintelmann (birth name Lemchen, Catharina, 1588-1666) in restoring
the gymnasium’s activities and her role as a benevolent figure in texts written
by students of the Riga Academic Gymnasium.

The fourth chapter provides a detailed record of the sources used in
the doctoral thesis, defining the corpus of texts studied, the location of the copies,
their individual characteristics and state of preservation. These early prints are
described in the context of the history of Latvian book publishing, examining
the circumstances of their creation and typographical features.

The fifth chapter provides an in-depth study and analysis of the main
texts of the doctoral thesis, examining both the scientific fields represented by
these texts and their stylistics. As already mentioned, the dissertations were
considered to be exercises in Latin for students, but some of them also contain
scientific innovations and new social ideas. The texts of the dissertations are
a valuable source for obtaining new information on the history of education,
culture, and science.

The sixth chapter provides a brief overview of the theoretical discourse on
paratext. It goes on to detail the structure of dissertations at Riga Academic
Gymnasium, defining paratextual elements (title page, dedications, occasional
poetry) and performing a quantitative and qualitative analysis of them within
the corpus of texts under study.

The two subsections of Chapter 7 analyse the role and contribution of
gymnasium professors and students in the development of the educational
environment in Riga and in broader cultural and historical processes in Livonia.
The biographical information of several individuals has been updated and, in
some cases, clarified.
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Two appendices are attached to the doctoral thesis. The first is a detailed
bibliographic index of sources used in the doctoral thesis, which also includes
links to digital copies of the works, if available. The appendix helps to
accurately identify each specific dissertation referenced in the doctoral thesis.
The second appendix contains visual material intended to provide an insight
into the typographical design of early modern dissertations, their informatively
rich title pages, in some cases, the ornaments and vignettes found in them,
to reflect individual examples of occasional poetry and elements specific to
the typographical design of early prints.
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1. THEORETICAL BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY

The roots of the dissertation tradition can be found in ancient culture,
and it developed during the Middle Ages until it became an integral part of
academic life in subsequent centuries. Pupils and students actively learned
the art of disputation throughout the educational process, both by participating
themselves and by listening to disputes in lecture halls. Since the university
system began to develop in Europe in the 13th century, students learned to
argue and discuss various issues related to the sciences with the aim of getting
closer to the essence of the issue, the truth, or to practice the use of language
and methods of argumentation. Starting in the 19th century, this method was
no longer considered appropriate, which marked a change in the education
program. It began to change in line with the more utilitarian needs of society,
with Latin and the disputation method losing their relevance (Horstedt 2018,
p. 290). Similarly, during this century, the requirement for flawless spoken Latin
disappeared, and such dissertations were therefore considered unnecessary.
However, Latin continued to be taught as a subject.

Early modern dissertations possess literary value thanks to their unique
style and the presence of poetic texts. It has been found that these printed works
have a stable structure consisting of a paratext — main text — paratext.” The first
element of the paratext is an informatively rich title page, followed in most cases
by a student’s address or dedication * to the persons to whom the dissertation
is dedicated. The main text is followed by a conclusion section, which may
be arranged in the form of questions and answers, theses or conclusions. An
important group of paratext is occasional poetry, which is printed at the end of
the dissertation. These are congratulatory poems dedicated to the student by his
fellow students or, in rare cases, by his teachers in connection with the writing
of the dissertation. In addition, the poems themselves may contain a separate

This term comes from the Latin verb dedicare, meaning “to dedicate” With its help,
the respondent expresses gratitude to teachers, city council members, pastors, patrons and
benefactors — parents, merchants, craftsmen, as well as fellow students and friends for their
support in the learning process, thus revealing the relationship between client and patron,
as well as the social networks that existed in the academic and cultural life of the city or
even the region.
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paratext in which the authors of the poems address the recipient. By analysing
the paratext of the aforementioned printed work, it is possible to obtain new
information and facts about 17th-century Riga teaching staff and educational
environment, to discover kinship, friendship, and patron-client ties, as well as,
for example, to resolve the complex issue of dissertation authorship, because
only in rare cases was the student - respondent (from the Latin respondens)®
the author of the text; most often, the main creator of the text was the dissertation
supervisor — president (from the Latin praeses)®.

Scientific literature suggests that dissertations and their paratexts should be
evaluated not only as sources of history, science, or (cultural) history of specific
educational institutions, but should be examined in particular for their unique
form as a literary phenomenon (Gindhart et al. 2010, p. [1]).

The sources of the doctoral thesis have not yet been studied either as
a corpus or as a legacy of Neo-Latin literature, but they provide evidence of
the level and processes of education, the beginnings of scientific research in
various fields of knowledge, and the peculiar academic communication
in intellectual circles during that particular period. These dissertations are
specific material that shows how ideas from the European religious, intellectual
and scientific environment entered and were applied in Riga at that time.
Similarly, the occasional poetry based on the aforementioned ancient literary
tradition demonstrates the students’ skills and level of preparedness in the use
of classical verse forms and rhetorical techniques.

In early modern dissertations — a student who
participates in a disputation as part of the learning process and is the author of the printed
dissertation text or, in collaboration with the president, is its co-author.

The term comes from the Latin noun praeses — one who sits in front; defender; leader;
head of state; head of an organization. In early modern dissertations — a teacher who leads
a disputation. His task is to moderate the oral presentation of the dissertation, ensure that
the discussion does not turn into an argument, clarify answers, and assess the validity of any
criticism of the arguments. He is often also the author of the printed text of the dissertation.
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2. SOURCES OF THE DOCTORAL THESIS

The empirical basis of the doctoral thesis consists of Latin dissertations from
the Riga Academic Gymnasium - early prints created during the educational
institution’s operation from 1631 to 1710. During the course of the research, 130
editions of dissertations have been identified that have survived to the present
day. Most of them are stored in Latvian early print collections, but previously
unknown editions and copies have also been found in libraries in Estonia,
Germany, Sweden, Italy and France. The total number of pages of the material
studied is 1234. This number also includes occasional poetry published in
50 editions. Each publication usually contains no more than 4 poems, most
often 1-2. The total volume of poetry examined is 880 lines of elegiac couplets,
479 lines of hexameter, 72 lines of Sapphic stanzas, 45 lines of Catullus’s
hendecasyllables, 9 lines of choriambic pentameter, and 132 lines without meter.
Two samples are written in German, one of which is a sonnet.

It is clear that some of the dissertations written at the Riga Academic
Gymnasium have been lost over the centuries. It is impossible to estimate
the volume of lost texts, but evidence of several of them has been preserved
in reference literature, for example, in the biobibliographical index Allgemeines
Schriftsteller- und Gelehrten- Lexikon der Provinzen Livland, Esthland und
Kurland / von J.E von Recke und C.E. Napiersky ; Nachtrdge und Fortsetzungen
unter Mitwirkung von C.E. Napiersky ; bearbeitet von Theodor Beise. Mitau:
J. E Steffenhagen und Sohn, 1827-1832.
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3. KEY CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The aim of the doctoral thesis - to study and reveal the dissertations written
at the Riga Academic Gymnasium as part of the intellectual and Latin literary
heritage of the 17th century by examining the literary value of these texts
and assessing their cultural and historical significance - has been achieved by
completing the objectives set for the doctoral thesis.

The relevance of this research is evidenced by the fact that already at
the end of the 20th century, but especially in the 21st century, there has been
a clear increase in researchers’ interest in early modern dissertations — several
authoritative studies have been published on the tradition itself, its origins
and transformation, and specific dissertation collections, as well as collections
of articles following international conferences, which summarize the latest
research on this topic. However, the 17th-century heritage of Neo-Latin
literature as a unified corpus of Riga Academic Gymnasium, which is part of
this tradition, has not yet been studied.

These dissertations stored in Latvian archives of early prints are
bibliographed in detail, but since early prints printed in Riga are also stored
in other countries, a search of foreign library electronic catalogues has been
carried out, resulting in the discovery of 12 previously unknown dissertation
publications. Thus, the total corpus of sources studied in the doctoral thesis
consists of 130 dissertation editions from the Riga Academic Gymnasium.

After the Reformation, the humanistic education provided at Riga
Cathedral (Dome) School promoted the spread of European cultural identity
in Livonia. A large number of Dome School graduates went on to study at
European Lutheran universities, where applicants were required to meet
increasingly high educational standards that the Dome School was no longer
able to achieve. Various historical circumstances and conditions had prevented
the establishment of a higher educational institution in Riga until 1631, when,
with the support of the Swedish government, the superintendent of Vidzeme,
Hermann Samson (Samson, Hermann, 1579-1643), succeeded in opening
the Riga Academic Gymnasium. Initially, only theology and philosophy were
taught at the gymnasium, but in 1640 a law faculty was also established. The use
of disputation as a teaching method and the importance of the Latin language
in the educational process are also justified and emphasized in the statutes of
the Riga Academic Gymnasium, which have been preserved in manuscript
form from the year the school was founded (Article 3) and later printed with
amendments in 1680 (Article 9), as well as in the instructions for gymnasium
professors in 1697 (Article 13).
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The analysis of the main texts of the publications under study shows that
almost all of the main texts of dissertations supervised by professors contain
references to ancient culture, mythology, and literature, which have served as
a rich source of inspiration and examples. This is most evident in the texts
supervised by professor Johann Brever (Brever, Johann, 1616-1700), who quotes
Homer, Archimedes, Virgil, Ovid, and others. As a professor of philosophy and
later history, he demonstrates a deep connection with the heritage of ancient
culture and skilfully applies it.

Although only a few dissertations devoted to natural sciences have survived,
they provide an important insight into the scientific thinking of the time and
how it was implemented at the Riga Academic Gymnasium. It is believed that
the text De quantitate dierum, written under the supervision of Johann Paul
Moller (Moller, Johann Paul, 1648-1711), is the first in the Baltic Sea region to
openly justify the heliocentric model of the world. It can be concluded that this
text deserved attention already at the time of its publication, because, unlike
most dissertations, seven copies of it have survived to this day in the collections
of libraries in various countries. An analysis of the dissertation Problemata
quatuor physica shows that its main text is structured according to a specific
pattern, which in the understanding of that time could be called a scientific
approach: each of the four problem questions is followed by the opinion of an
authoritative person, then - empirical observations and a critical review of
the views of contemporaries, and finally — rational conclusions on the specific
issue. Thus, there is a desire here to move away from scholastic thinking and
towards rationalism. This is also evident in approach of J. Brever, which rejects
the significance of signs, prophecies, superstitions and dreams, which are
discussed in the historical dissertations he supervised.

The classified and analysed dissertation paratext in the doctoral thesis
indicates that the structure of these printed works is stable and, therefore,
these texts fit into the overall tradition of early modern European dissertations.
Although this conclusion may be considered predictable, it was necessary to
prove it by characterizing the elements of the paratext quantitatively and
qualitatively.

The structural analysis of the printed works examined is carried out
sequentially, first focusing on the title page, thus the first paratextual element
is the epigraph, which is present in 71% of cases. Its purpose is to invoke God
and express hope for good luck. These invocations, whose roots can be traced
back to the ancient world, contain lexemes that were associated with the sacred
sphere in classical Latin, but in Neo-Latin literature they have been modified in
accordance with the discourse of Christianity.

The following elements of the title page have also been lexically
analysed, translated, and statistically summarized: reference to the field of
the dissertation, the role of the president and respondent, the respondent’s place
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of origin, the place, date, and time of the disputation, and information about
the publication of the dissertation.

A stable (present in 90% of publications) paratextual element is
the dedication, which in all cases, as in dissertations from other countries,
is printed on the back (verso) of the title page. This is a very important type of
paratext, which reveals the respondent’s relationship with his supporters and
benefactors, thus confirming the social significance of the dissertation. Research
into dedications has revealed the connection between both Riga residents and
students who had moved to Riga and their hometowns, officials there, or male
relatives who support the young man in his studies, thus this type of paratext
records the social ties of students of the Riga Academic Gymnasium with
relatives and/or supporters in Sweden, Courland and Semigallia, as well as in
modern-day German and Polish cities.

Occasional poetry is a type of paratext that, according to the structure, is
placed at the end of dissertations. In the texts under study, it is only included in
the first phase of the gymnasium’s activity (1631-1657). It has been calculated
that this poetry, traditionally composed in honour of the respondent by his
fellow students and, in rarer cases, by teaching staff, consists of 118 examples
(1617 lines).

It was concluded that the paratext accompanying the poem also
plays a significant role, expressing the poet’s favourable attitude towards
the respondent through the use of superlatives or adjectives that specifically
convey this meaning. Abbreviations were very common in this type of paratext,
which were deciphered and explained in the course of the study. This also made
it possible to identify the mutual connections between the author of the poem
and the respondent, which were most often friendship or kinship.

After reviewing the history of research on the Riga Academic Gymnasium,
it has been determined that there is a lack of both historical sources and
systematic and up-to-date research on education in Riga in the 17" century.
In conducting this research, several documents related to the educational
environment in Riga in the 17th century have been identified that have not
yet been studied in detail, translated, or contextualized. These include the rules
of the Riga Academic Gymnasium compiled in 1631 and their amendments,
the invitation of Professor J. Brever published in 1659, the Cathedral (Dome)
School curriculum from 1680, as well as sources confirming the importance of
C. Hintelmann’s role as a patron, which have never been compiled and analysed
before. This also suggests further research opportunities, for example, several
dissertations by professors of the Riga Academic Gymnasium from their studies
at European universities have been preserved, which would need to be content-
analysed and compared with the dissertations supervised by these professors in
Riga.
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The dissertations and poetry texts of Riga Academic Gymnasium
demonstrate the students’ and professors’ advanced skills in Latin and
Ancient Greek, and their conscious interpretation of ancient cultural heritage,
creating a significant and original corpus for interdisciplinary research in
classical philology, as well as in the field of Latvian cultural and literary
history. The compilation, systematization, and analysis of the sources used in
the doctoral thesis have provided insight into the processes of the 17th-century
educational environment in Riga, which was not limited to the Cathedral School.
Thus, the researched sources of Neo-Latin literature and historical documents
provide new information on the history of education in Riga, while helping
to form a more complete understanding of social relations and developments
in the academic environment, the connection with the dissertation tradition
of European educational institutions, and, more broadly, the cultural history of
Livonia during this period.
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4. THESES PUT FORWARD FOR DEFENCE

1. The Riga Academic Gymnasium was able to provide an appropriate curri-
culum and educational activities so that its graduates could continue their
studies at European universities. To achieve this, the gymnasium also orga-
nized debates based on previously printed dissertation texts. The collection
of 130 publications is the only surviving literary heritage from the territory
of modern Latvia that fits into the tradition of early modern dissertations,
and it has not yet been researched and recognized as a corpus.

2. Applying French literary scholar J. Genette’s theoretically grounded division
of printed works into text and paratext, this doctoral thesis provides
a detailed examination of the main text of the dissertations of the Riga
Academic Gymnasium and the paratext they contain. The research process
has revealed that the structure of the printed works under analysis corres-
ponds to the structure of dissertations produced by Protestant gymnasiums
and universities in early modern Europe. It is also evident that this struc-
ture remained unchanged throughout the entire period of the educational
institution’s operation. In some cases, one of the paratext elements may be
missing, but the order of their arrangement has remained stable. This layout
corresponds to that observed in most early modern dissertation title pages
printed elsewhere in Europe and points to the tradition of the external form
of these texts.

3. Although the Latin used in early modern texts can be more accurately
defined as Neo-Latin, the authors of dissertations have focused on adhe-
rence to the grammatical norms of classical Latin, which was probably
determined by the then recent tradition of humanism and its principle ad
fontes /| “to the sources” However, the peculiarities characteristic of Neo-
Latin literature are visible and are mainly manifested in the field of lexis.

4. A wide range of written sources has been used in the preparation of the texts
of dissertations, the professors and, to a certain extent, students work with
literary and (proto)scientific texts that originated in the ancient world and
likewise the range of authors used also includes early Christians, medieval,
Renaissance, humanist and contemporary early modern authors represen-
ting a wide area of Europe, with whom the teachers of the gymnasium
were even personally acquainted. This confirms the creative approach of
representatives of Riga’s intellectual circles in transferring the expressions of
classical authors into the context of Christianity, as well as their ability and
opportunity to integrate into the latest European scientific life. Although
quotations from ancient authors or reworkings of their statements are often

recorded without reference to the original, statistical methods have shown
that the most frequently used author was Aristotle, who and whose works
are mentioned in 82 dissertations.

. The main texts contain several languages, with German being the most pre-
valent. These are mostly individual lexemes, but in some cases also longer
text fragments. Elements of Ancient Greek and Ancient Hebrew have also
been identified in the text. No lexemes from Latvian or other languages
have been found in the main texts of the dissertations.

. It has been concluded that the authors of the main texts have focused on
a general intellectual audience rather than the local socio-cultural context,
avoiding any mention or use of local and contemporary realities. Thus, they
demonstrate a cosmopolitan outlook, where Protestant Christian identity
becomes the main criterion of belonging, contrasting themselves not with
local “others” but with “non-Christians” (Latin - ethnici) in general, thus
revealing a universal, Christianity-based worldview.

. An analysis of the titles of dissertations from the Riga Academic Gymnasium
and a comparison with the titles of early modern dissertations printed
elsewhere in Europe leads to the conclusion that the texts produced in Riga
largely fit into the common field of scientific and intellectual topics which
was relevant in Protestant gymnasiums and universities in Europe.

. Since the boundaries of modern disciplines (e.g., physics, ethics, mathe-
matics) do not coincide with the boundaries of disciplines in the early
modern period, this doctoral thesis has chosen to group dissertation topics
according to the scientific field of the supervising professor. As a result,
the thematic proportions of the corpus under study are as follows: philo-
sophy, logic, and rhetoric - 78 publications (60%); theology — 35 publications
(27%); natural sciences, ethics and physics — 9 publications (7%); history -
6 publications (5%); law — 2 publications (1%). It has been concluded that
this picture is comparable to the thematic proportions of dissertations at
Swedish high schools and universities. Since there is no equivalent quanti-
tative analysis of dissertation topics from other regions or educational insti-
tutions, based on the Swedish example, it is possible to argue that, similar
to the dissertation titles discussed in Chapter 5, this aspect also confirms
the inclusion of texts written in Riga in the overall tradition of dissertations
at Protestant educational institutions in the early modern period.

. When evaluating the main texts from a formal point of view, it can be con-
cluded that stylistic figures are not widely used in them; it can be said that
their language is practical. However, since the texts supervised by H. Samson
are directed against religious opponents, their expression is dynamic, often
resembling a sermon, and the authors’ desire to influence the listener is
evident, with arguments and quotations from the Holy Scriptures inter-
spersed with exclamations and disparagement of religious opponents. In

some cases, exclamations are found in J. Brever’s texts, while the main text
of the dissertations supervised by other professors is stylistically neutral.
Speaking specifically about theological dissertations, it is important to
emphasize the wide range of religious opponents addressed, alongside other
17th-century theological writings from Riga, these dissertations are impor-
tant evidence of how Riga theologians actively aligned themselves with
Swedish orthodox Lutheranism.

38% of the texts examined contain occasional poetry, which is permeated
by the influence of classical heritage in terms of both form and content.
This is evidenced by the use of classical verse forms - elegiac couplets,
hexameter, Sapphic stanzas, Catullus’s eleven-syllable lines, and choriamb.
The content of the poetry contains allusions to the ancient world, both by
directly naming realities and motifs, and by using concepts that originated
in it, such as the connection between nomen and omen.

An in-depth analysis of the dissertations’” paratext has led to the conclusion
that Riga Academic Gymnasium was attended not only by residents of Riga
and Livonia, but also by young men from a wider geographical area - from
present-day Germany and Poland, as well as from what was then Prussia,
Silesia and Transylvania. By identifying individuals and compiling infor-
mation in biographical lexicons, the further studies of Riga Academic
Gymnasium graduates at higher education institutions have been analysed,
revealing a marked interest in studying across a wide area of Europe - from
Uppsala in Sweden to the south of France.

The biographies of professors and students at Riga Academic Gymnasium
show how these individuals had strong ties to European intellectual centres.
It can be concluded that the level of the gymnasium as an educational
institution met the needs of the time, as it has been observed that students
educated at gymnasium, having received an education at European univer-
sities, especially if they were scholarship holders of the Riga City Council,
returned to Livonia and became councillors, lawyers, doctors, pastors,
writers, and scientists.
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
